As you are aware, the government of
Sri Lanka has introduced a wide range of
incentive schemes for foreign investors to
commence projects through the Board of
Investment (BOI) which is an autonomous
statutory body with wide ranging powers
to facilitate foreign investments. It pro-
motes export oriented industries and
seeks to attract foreign technology trans-
fer and industrial development. The BOI
is a one-stop-shop located in the capital
of Sri Lanka which does the liaisoning of
all government and semi-government
agencies to promote investments.

The Sri Lanka High Commission in its
programme for investment generation in
Sri Lanka through Australian entrepre-
neurs obtained the approval of the BOI for
several packages of development proj-
ects..

The socio-economic conditions avail-
able in Sri Lanka including infrastructure
development have contributed in a big
way to facilitate investment in industrial,
agricultural, livestock farmning, power
generation, hotel industry, information
technology and several other sectors.
The GDP growth rate in the first half of
2005 has risen to 6% and the industrial
sector has registered a growth rate of
5.2% in 2004. In the sector of factory
industry, the largest sub sector in manu-
facturing arena has expanded by 6.1%in
the last year. Sri Lanka now has a well
developed road network, telecommunica-
tion system, information technology net-
work and also a technically qualified
labour force. Tourism has increased by
8% during the first half of this year and the
last year by 13.1%. In spite of the
Tsunami devastation that damaged the
coastal belt of Sri Lanka.
