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this particular tradition can be. As time
progress, Chuyia also experiences the
cruel undertakings of a widow's world
and in the process is destroyed as a
child.

The movie elegantly takes us through
the heart-wrenching tale of an innocent
girl, denied her childhood, as any
Westerner would claim, because of
strict traditions that her society
upholds. With beautiful scenery, emo-
tional music and colorful yet simple dia-

logue, this movie is definitely one worth
watching for anyone who would want to
watch a wonderfully created film. These
days, it is rare to see people enjoy a film
that is deprived of the Hollywood (or
Bollywood!) sheen, especially amongst
youth. However, "water" embodies a
wonderful film, without all the
expensive glamour yet so suc-
cessfully telling the tale of an
adorable, young Indian girl. Water
is moving, controversial, provoca-
tive and at times distribution to
those who have forgotten the
ways of age-old customs, howev-
er the beauty of Chuyia's tale will
have you crying for her experi-
ences of turmoil and laughing at
her childlike triumphs. You will fall
in love with her rebellious spirit
and her friendly innocence. This movie is
definitely an eye opener, not to be
missed.
