Australian Government announced the Migration Program for financial
year 2010-2011 and there will be 113 850 places for migration program
(General Skill Migration, Employer Sponsored Skill Migration,

usiness Skill Migration visas)

On 17th May 2010 a new Draft Skill Occupation List (SOL) has been
introduced with 181 Occupations that will come in to effect from 1 July 2010.
The current SOL, originally introduced in 1999,

with over 400 Occupations will cease on 30th June 2010

Australian Govt. temporarily suspended accepting off-shore General Skill
Migration (GSM) Applications (for applicants outside Australia) on
8th May 2010 and likely to be re-opened on 1 July 2010

Australian Gowvt. is STILL ACCEPTING on-shore GSM applications for
applicants in Australia; (ie. overseas students completing their gualifications
by June 2010 are eligible to apply for Permanent Residence under

the current SOL)

Overseas Students who held or made an application for subclass 485 —
Graduate Skill Visa before 8th February 2010, are also Eligible to apply
for Permanent Residence by 31st December 2012

Overseas Students who holds a valid student visa subclass 572, 573,
574 are also eligible to apply for subclass 485 — Graduate Skill Visa
by 31st December 2012

Those applicants for 485 who do not fall in to the new skill occupation
list may be able to obtain their Permanent Residence eventually on
Employer Nomination Scheme (ENS) or State Sponsored Migration
Scheme (Yet to be inroduced)

More technical changes will come in to effect on Immigration Laws &
Skill Assessment criterion effective from 1 July 2010
