with fostering the development of
social skills and friendships. The
diverse aspect of the program
means that girls are encouraged
to participate as well as boys,
which is significant for what was
once a typically male-dominated
sport.

Through his involvement with
MILO in2CRICKET, Cameron has
also noticed the increasing
involvement of girls in the sport,
as well as boys from culturally
diverse backgrounds.
